3. Announcements:

c) Joe Godwin reported that various models for the per diem reimbursement rate in higher-cost locales are under review in Administration.  He further reported that several rates for various areas across the country and international destinations can be expected.

6. The Prospectus from the Annis Water Resource Institute (AWRI) requesting that they become an become an academic unit was discussed.  There was consensus that the earlier budget concerns were adequately addressed in the AWRI response.
