- Allendale Parking

New Library - On track for construction start May 2. Due to construction, walkway from arch (near SSB) to clock tower summer 2011 will be closed.  Fall 2013 will be grand opening.
New Seidman Building - In process of relocating cell tower in building site so old warehouse building can be removed.  Plan ground breaking in April 2011, but construction will start before because of site preparation.  Proposed building will be approximately 108000sq ft. and will have 15 classrooms. New Seidman will free space in DeVos, but who will move into DeVos is not known at this time. CHS will benefit most from new Seidman. That is, individuals from CHS will likely be relocated to Eberhard or DeVos.  

Future Land and Construction - After construction of Library and new Siedman, university is working to anticipate what to construct next.  Need for labs is great. Currently, looking to create one more science lab in DeVos, because nothing else will be avail until 2014.  Also, university is running out of land and has been looking to purchase more. The university needs to position itself for next 50 years. As a result, it needs to purchase when it can.  

Recent Updates - Spent $75k in white boards, furniture, carpet etc. during spring/summer to improve classrooms.   Had someone brackets fabricated to change how students get in to chairs in AuSub Hall. James will provide document detailing updates to FFPAC. 
Classroom and Office Standards – University standard for office size is 110 sq ft, which was established with Life Science Building. This standard has been revisited. In 2004, standard changed with DeVos building to 126 sq ft in an effort to improve the amount of time faculty spend on campus.  This increase resulted in the loss of 20 offices in DeVos and didn’t do what was intended. Also, at DeVos unit/department head offices are 165 sq ft and 189 sq ft for a dean. This increase creates a meeting space in the office reducing the need for unit heads to occupy two offices.  Classrooms standards are for 32 and 48 seat classrooms. Caserooms in DeVos seat 48, but the tiers of the caserooms have created difficulties for group work.
Allendale Parking – Currently, there is sufficient number of parking space on campus. Some areas are still underutilized.  University is looking at parking for electric cars where plugs will be available.
