This project will be evaluated by your professor using the Universal Design Project Rubric.

Candidate Directions: 

The Universal Design Project is a portfolio consisting of three sections. Within Part One, Content Enhancement, you will complete a set of well-designed research-validated tools for teaching content in inclusive classrooms. These diagrams are designed to enhance your long-range as well as short-term planning, and to enhance content-area instruction in such a way that students better understand and master critical content including concepts and vocabulary terms. Within Part Two, Strategic Instruction, you will create a learning strategy to teach to your students based on a critical need and following a set of criteria. Moreover, you outline how this strategy will be taught using principles of explicit instruction. Within Part Three, Collaboration, you develop co-teaching plans to implement the tools created for part one and two of the project.
