· Anyone may share and adapt the work in any way, even for commercial purposes. Users agree to provide appropriate credit to the author.

	Attribution – ShareAlike (CC-BY-SA 4.0)  
· Anyone may share and adapt the work in any way. Any adaptation or new creation based on the work must be released under the same terms.  Users agree to provide appropriate credit to the author.

	Attribution – Noncommercial (CC-BY-NC 4.0) 
· Anyone may share and adapt the work in any way, but may not use the material for commercial purposes. Users agree to provide appropriate credit to the author.

	Attribution – Noncommercial – ShareAlike (CC-BY-NC-SA 4.0) 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Anyone may share and adapt the work in any way, but may not use the work for commercial purposes. Any adaptation or new creation based on the work must be released under the same terms.  Users agree to provide appropriate credit to the author.

	Attribution – NoDerivatives  (CC-BY-ND 4.0)
· Anyone may share the work, but may not make adaptations or other derivative works.  Users sharing the work agree to provide appropriate credit to the author.

	Attribution– Noncommercial– NoDerivatives (CC-BY-NC-ND 4.0)
· Anyone may share the work, but may not use it for commercial purposes and may not create adaptations or derivative works. Users sharing the work agree to provide appropriate credit to the author.

	Public Domain Dedication (CC-0)
